Entry forms, official rules, and a regulation base board (2x2 ft.) can be picked up at
Stafford’s Pier Restaurant beginning Friday, November 9, 2007. All entries must be delivered to
the Pier Restaurant on Tuesday, December 4,

Community participation has been very successful. Area businesses have been extremely
generous in making prize donations. Local contractors and suppliers donating the contest’s
regulation base boards include DWS Builders, Inc., Wentworth Builders, The Cottage Company,
Evening Star Joinery, Preston Feather, and Snow Country Painting.

Entries will be on display for public viewing and donations December 5" - 15™. A panel of
professional judges will award 1%, 2"¢, and 3™ place prizes for each category on Friday, December
14", The entry raising the most in public donations will receive the People’s Choice Award and
will be given a financial match from the Harbor Springs Area Chamber of Commerce up to $500.
